Since 2011, UNFPA has been partnering with NYKS to implement a program with 

adolescents by creating spaces where they can build their capacities and take 

leadership and responsibility for themselves and to some extent their families and 

communities. Pravah is the lead NGO at the national level to improve effectiveness 

of the program through project design, supportive supervision and facilitation of 

learning. The state-level NGOs namely Samarthan, Aruna, Jatan and Gramin Evam 

Nagar Vikas Parishad are providing technical and implementation support in their 

states. As a part of this program, 1860 Teen Clubs have been established in 10 

districts of five UNFPA priority states with the overall objective of ensuring a healthy 

and safe growing up process for adolescents primarily in out-of-school settings. The 

program is running in Jhabua and Mandla in Madhya Pradesh, Ganjam and Koraput in 

Odisa, Udaipur and Jhalawar in and Rajasthan, Purnea and Gaya in Bihar and Satara 

and Amrawati in Maharashtra.

The core strength of NYKS is a network of 

2.73 Lakh village level Youth with an enrolment 

of about 80 million volunteers in the age group 

of 13-35 years.
